The house at 68 Rhyll-Newhaven Road, Rhyll, is of local historic and aesthetic 51gmﬁcance The site is of historic significance in its
association with one of the earliest selectors, Matthew Lang, and is demonstrative of the earliest phase of settlement of the area.  The house
is associated with John Cleeland, one of the early and largest landowners in the district. The house is of aesthetic significance as a
representatlvc example of a modest Edwardian cottage in a rural seaside setting. .

Physical Description
The residence at 68 Rhyll-Newhaven Road, Rhyll, is a single-storey, double-fronted Edwardian weatherboard cottage with a transverse
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gabled corrugated galvanised steel roof and a skillion-roofed verandah. The verandah is supported on timber posts and has scalloped
timber valance at either end. A modern addition with large timber-framed windows abuts the rear of the cottage.

Historical Notes .

Rhyll, on the north eastern portion of Phillip Island, was opened for selection on 2 November 1868. Rural blocks were generally between
10 and 160 acres while the suburban blocks were from 1 to 14 acres. These were set aside for people who had held licences for fishermen’s
dwellings for the three previous months. At Rhyll, twenty four blocks were reserved and some of the first landowners included Matthew
Lang, spirit merchant, Murdoch McKenzie, storekeeper, J K Apperley, convicted highwayman, David Mairs, farmer, George Walton,

* plasterer and James W Wood, hotelkeeper. The mix of occupations has been described as the ‘triumph of hope over experience’. Only
those with farming experience lasted more than about 5 years, although paying, or allowing someone else to manage the selection often
resulted in a long-term gain for the non-experienced selector/farmer. By the turn of the century, a large proportion of Phillip Island had
been bought by two men - John Cleeland and William Harbison. These two men eventually owned the greater part of Rhyll. This house is-
situated on Allotment 16 at Rhyll which had been selected by Matthew Lang and transferred to him by 1883. In 1885, it was purchased by
John Cleeland, as he appears in the Rate Books as Owner and Occupier. The building is believed to date from.c.1900.

13.2 Coastal Towns and 13.3 Tourist Resorts:” The coastal town of Rhyll, named after a resort named Rhyl on the north coast of Wales, was

first opened for selection in the 1860s, with further development occurring between the late 1880s and the turn of the twentieth century.
However, it remained a quiet village until the 1950s. By the 1970s Rhyll developed rapidly after the prosperity of the Whitlam years
encouraged families to own not only a car but a boat, and the quiet seaside township became a sought-after location for fishing and boating

holidays.
