Statement of Significance _ :
The house at 450 Andersons Hill Road, Woodleigh, is of local historic and aesthetic significance. It is of historic significance as dairy
farming emerged as the major industry of the Woodleigh area. This house is demonstrative of the long history of one farming family in the
area.. Construction of this house in the c.1930s links the past with the present through the continuous occupation of the property by one
family of dairy farmers from the 1880s. Highly intact, this house typifies domestic design and construction of the period and is of local

aesthetic significance.

The house at 450 Andersons Hill Road, Woodleigh, is a single-storey inter-War bungalow with a gabled corrugated galvanised steel roof
and projecting front bay with timber shingle infill. The bay is flanked by a timber-framed, skillion roofed verandah which has possibly
been rebuilt. The front elevation also contains tripartite timber-framed box windows with diapered leadlight and bracketed sills. The
original front door has been replaced. Close to the house is a large prefabricated metal shed which is not significant.

Historical Notes

The district of Woodleigh derives its name from the estate of local farmers Isaac and Albert de Lany, which was in turn named after a cattle
stationi in North Queensland. The first school was established in the area in 1882, reflecting an influx of selectors. Land sales had
commenced by the 1880s, and accelerated during the following decade. The completion of the Nyora-Wonthaggi Railway running through
the Bass Valley in 1910 stimulated the development of the communities with stations along the line, including Kernot, Almurta and
‘Voodleigh. A small settlement soon developed around Woodleigh station, and included a public hall and post office.

This house is located on land originally part of Allotment 57B at Jeetho West, which was first sold to J ohn Hayes in May 1897. A native of
Tipperary in Ireland, Hayes had leased this land for 18 years prior to its granting. He established a dairy farm there and also grew

potatoes. Hayes's son, Rod Hayes, took over the property, which is believed to still remain in the Hayes family. Although it is not known
whether another building preceded it, this house dates from the ¢.1930s.

cattle grazing, and it continues today. The early selectors chose these hills and valleys for the production of sheep for wool, dairy cattle for
milk and cheese, and beef cattle for meat. The proximity of the allotment to the railway would have enabled the produce to be conveniently

transported to local or the Melbourne markets.
