Changing Places are fully accessible public toilets with additional features and equipment to meet the 

needs of people with severe or profound disabilities, such as: 

• push button entry and exit (some require a Master Locksmith Access Key (MLAK) for 24/7 

access) 

• height adjustable adult-sized change table 

• ceiling hoist 

• peninsula toilet 

• additional circulation space 

• some have a shower
